My name is Andy Schmidt. I live at N2591 Sunset Blvd. Town of Geneva. 

I'm a long time resident of the town of Geneva. I'm also president of the Sunset 

Hills homeowners association, located in both the town of Geneva and town of 

linn. We are asking you to say NO to Mr. Weber's proposal and uphold your most 

recent decision NOT to allow short term renting in residential neighborhoods 

under any conditions. 

It is my opinion Mr. Weber's proposal is not representing the majority interests of 

his constituents within his district. I know he is not representing my interest, or 

the interest of the 118 Sunset Hills homeowners association residents or its board 

of director's. 

By voting yes to Mr. Weber's proposal you will be allowing a small group to 

dictate what is best for our neighborhoods. You would be supporting corporate 

and personal financial agenda's for a few, while disturbing the peace and 

tranquility of those of us that respect and obey laws currently in place since 1974. 

Also affected by this proposal are all the private homeowner associations similar 

to Sunset Hills who's by-laws have not allowed short term renting within their 

membership since the early 1970s. Not one of Mr. Weber's 10 conditions take 

into consideration or protect homeowner associations or their long standing by­

laws prohibiting short term renting. 

Sunset Hills being a Geneva lake access neighborhood blessed with parks in the 

town of Geneva, as well as parks, pier and lakefront in the town of linn. Will be 

forced to constantly patrol and confront short term renting trespassers from 

using our private amenity's. I assure you if short term renting is allowed. These 

attempts to trespass will be a reality while creating a security nightmare not only 

for our community but local law enforcement as well. Law enforcement will be 

required to respond to every complaint. Again, an unnecessary financial burden 

to our neighborhood and law enforcement. 

The fact is short term renting will remain prohibited in the Sunset Hills 

homeowners Association by-laws as it has for over 45 years. That will not change. 

Only because county current zoning laws prohibit short term renting, we do not 



have a problem today. But if allowed, neighborhoods like ours would be a magnet 

for those who believe they can just purchase a property and obstain from joining 

our homeowner membership thus ignoring our by-laws in the process. 

Please note. There are people that will attend this meeting that purchased 

properties in a down real estate market. They made this decision knowing short 

term renting is illegal in Walworth County. Some now claim they are having 

trouble affording these properties, and renting short term is their only financial 

option. Why not option #2. Accept current zoning laws and rent long term. I don't 

know about the rest of you. But, if I cannot afford something. I do not purchase it. 

If I can't afford to keep something I would choose option #3. Sell it. I certainly 

do not expect county zoning laws to be changed and neighborhoods disrupted 

because of my investment choices. FYI, I'm a Wisconsin real estate agent. I also 

purchased multiple properties for investment in the recent down market. 

The difference is. I continue to live within the zoning laws of this county that are 

attached to my real estate purchases. I do not feel entitled. I will not be asking 

the county to change laws so I may increase the value of my investment 

properties. I knew the zoning laws and accept the restrictions placed on these 

properties at the time of my purchase. 

Thankfully one by one violators of the short term rental laws are now being 

reported and fined by our local law enforcement. These same violators now claim 

PROPERTY RIGHTS is at the forefront of this issue. The truth is in the real world 

property rights in this country have always been limited by federal and local laws. 

Example. You can't cut down live trees on your property in many communities 

without breaking laws. You can't store unlicensed vehicles on your property 

without breaking laws. You can't put up fencing at any height you want without 

breaking laws. You can't just open a business on your residential property without 

breaking laws. You can't improve or add to your home absent a permit without 

breaking laws. You can't replace your septic system at midnight without breaking 

laws. The list is endless as to what a homeowner is not allowed to do because of 

local, county and state laws. SO MUCH FOR THE PROPERTY RIGHTS ARGUEMENT. 

We are a nation of laws. Thank God we have these zoning laws to protect 



everyone's interest and property values from those who believe they are entitled 

and choose to believe the law is for everyone but themselves. 

As for Mr. Weber's letter of condition presented to the board. We consider his 

proposal a way for him to convince you, that short term renting can be managed 

with a list of conditions. 

We all know county and local authorities do not have the budgets, man power or 

interest to stay on top of annual short term renting conditions. Mr. Weber's 

proposal is not workable and is destined to fail for the people of Walworth 

County, his district and our neighborhood's. 

Our solutions to Mr. Weber's remarks in his letter are 

1. 	 Deal with illegal renting on a one by one case at a time. 

2. 	 If he believes ignorance of the law is the issue. Have every town include an 

insert in next tax bill envelope, stating short term renting is prohibited in 

Walworth County. 

3. 	 For those who choose arrogance of the law. They will get caught and they 

will be fined and eventually stopped like everyone other person in this 

county that chooses to break laws that are in place to protect every 

individual and property owner. 

In closing, we are asking that you VOTE NO to Mr. Weber's proposal. We are 

asking you for your continued support in keeping our neighborhoods peaceful and 

safe from transient weekend warrior rental activity in our neighborhoods.
