A tax credit bond program for state and local governments, called the Qualified Energy Con-
servation Bond (QECB) program, allows governmental bond issuers to borrow for projects
such as energy conservation and mass transit, to name just a couple. The borrowing rate on
QECB projects is at a lower effective rate than traditional tax-exempt bonds. Walworth
County has not utilized its QECB allocation of $1,050,658 to issue any bonds. Municipalities
that qualify under the Tax Extenders and Alternative Minimum Tax Relief Act of 2008 may
be eligible to utilize this allocation. Since we haven’t utilized any of this borrowing capacity,
the State of Wisconsin is asking that we relinquish it so other municipalities can use it. Be-
fore we do that, we want to see if any local government in the county is interested in using
the borrowing capacity. Walworth County’s bonding agency, Robert W. Baird & Company,
will be providing a brief presentation regarding the QECB program at our ICC meeting on
October 25th.

Politics in Wisconsin have been a volatile mix of partisan issues, State law changes, recalls
and recounts.
