Next I.C.C. Meeting 

The next I.C.C. meeting is scheduled for Tuesday, October 27, 
2009 at 6 PM at the Walworth County Government Center in 
Elkhorn. 
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The State of Wisconsin has made available $9.5 million for competitive grant awards to munici-
palities undertaking projects to improve energy efficiency and reduce energy use and fossil fuel 
emissions. Eligible projects include Municipal Building Retrofits: installation of insulation, en-
ergy efficient windows, retrofitting of an existing heating/ventilation/air conditioning (HVAC) 
system to increase energy efficiency, and/or installing solar hot water; and Energy Efficient Light 
Replacement: purchase of LED or other energy efficient lighting technology to replace existing 
exterior or interior lights that are the responsibility of the local government. The project(s) to be 
financed must be completed within 12 months of award. Maximum award is $225,000, competi-
tively awarded based upon energy savings, funds leveraged, supporting narrative, and local en-
ergy conservation/planning efforts. Applications are due November 12, 2009. 

Eligible municipalities are counties, cities, villages or towns that are non-entitlement 
(municipality with less than 35,000 in population or a county with less than 200,000 in popula-
tion).
