Narrative:

On Saturday, January 23, 2016, at approx. 7:49pm, the Walworth County Sheriff's Office received a report of a two vehicle crash occurring on State Hwy 120, South of State Hwy 11, in the Town of Spring Prairie, Walworth County, WI.  Upon the arrival of  Deputies, two vehicles were observed with extensive front end damage.  Deputies and first responders began to assess the injured.  A total of five people had occupied the two cars, all subjects were critically injured.   All occupants were transported to area hospitals. Two of the subjects were later pronounced deceased.  The deceased were identified as Elizabeth Wolfson age 51 of Shorewood, WI. and Volodymyr Khlopetskyy age 30 of Chicago, IL.  The condition of the other occupants is listed as critical.

Initial investigation indicates Khlopetskyy was traveling southbound on State Hwy 120 in an area of a curve when his vehicle crossed the center line striking a northbound vehicle operated by David Laur age 50 of Glendale, WI.  Wolfson was the front, right seat passenger in Laur's vehicle.

The two passengers in Khlopetskyy's vehicle were identified as Mariana Lompas age 21 of Chicago, IL. and Roksolana Bubniak age to be verified of Chicago, IL.

Alcohol and speed appear to be factors resulting in the crash.

The crash remains under investigation at this time by the Walworth County Crash Investigation Team.  The Sheriff's Office was assisted by the Wisconsin State Patrol, Flight for Life, Town of Lyons Fire/Rescue, Paratech Ambulance service, Elkhorn Fire/Rescue, East Troy Rescue and the Walworth County Medical Examiner.
