Narrative 

Incident  # 1
On Saturday October 29th, 2016 at approximately 6:19 PM, Walworth County Sheriff’s Deputies, City of Delavan Police, and Darien Fire and Rescue units were dispatched to a report of a car versus farm implement crash on Elm Ridge Road approximately 1/10 of a mile south of I43, in the Town of Darien, Walworth County, WI.  Emergency response was initiated and upon arrival police and Fire and Rescue Units located a gold 2000 Mercury Grand Marquis in the ditch with substantial damage.  A 2008 Ford F250 was also present on the road.  Preliminary investigation reveals that the Ford F250 was south on Elm Ridge Road pulling a farm implement trailer consisting of plowing discs.  The Mercury Grand Marquis was north on Elm Ridge Road when it struck the trailer being pulled by the Ford F250.  The Mercury Grand Marquis was driven by 65 year old Christine Boehm of Delavan Township, Walworth County, WI.  She was the sole occupant and was pronounced dead at the scene by the Walworth County Medical Examiner’s Office.  The Ford F250 was driven by 54 year old Robert Hoekstra also from Delavan Township, Walworth County, WI.  He was the sole occupant in his vehicle and was not injured.  The Crash remains under investigation by the Walworth County Sheriff’s Office Crash Investigation Team.
Agencies who responded to this scene include the Walworth County Sheriff’s Office, City of Delavan Police Department, Darien Fire and Rescue, Medix Ambulance, and the Walworth County Medical Examiner’s Office.  
Incident # 2
On Sunday October 30th, 2016 at approximately 7:26 AM, Walworth County Sheriff Deputies, Darien Fire and Rescue, Medix Ambulance, and Sharon Fire and Rescue were dispatched to a report of a single vehicle crash on Hwy 14 approximately 1/10 mile north of School Section Road located in the Town of Darien, Walworth County WI.  Emergency response was initiated and upon arrival Sheriff’s Deputies along with Fire and Rescue Units located a black 2002 Saturn which had rolled over and struck a tree.  

Preliminary investigation reveals the 2002 Saturn was traveling south on Hwy 14 when it attempted to pass a vehicle in a no passing zone, into on-coming traffic. The Saturn then lost control veering into the east ditch where it overturned and struck a tree. The sole occupant was identified as 20 year old Ramon Echeverria Lima of Darien Township, Walworth County, WI.  He was pronounced dead at the scene by the Walworth County Medical Examiner’s Office. The victim was not wearing a seat belt at the time of the crash.  This crash also remains under investigation by the Walworth County Sheriff’s Office Crash Investigation Team.
Agencies who responded to this scene include the Walworth County Sheriff’s Office, Darien Fire and Rescue, Medix Ambulance, Sharon Fire and Rescue, and the Walworth County Medical Examiner’s Office.
