Narrative
On March 19th 2016 at 12:22pm The Walworth County Sheriff’s Office Communications Center received a report of a motor vehicle crash on State Hwy 36 east of Overhill Ct. in the Town of Lyons.

Upon the arrival of Deputies it was determined two vehicles had been involved in the crash.  Initial investigation and witness statements indicated a 2003 Acura SUV had been traveling westbound on State Highway 36 before crossing the double, yellow center line striking a 2006 GMC, U-HAUL, truck. 

The Acura was operated by Philip S. Carney Jr. 70 years old of Lake Geneva, WI.  Philip Carney sustained critical injuries and was flown to a local trauma center by Flight for Life.  Carol Carney, 69 years old, of Lake Geneva, WI. was a front seat passenger in her husband’s vehicle.  Carol Carney sustained minor injuries and was transported to a local hospital.   The driver of the U-HAUL was identified as Donald Oliver Wilkens of Burlington, 52 years old.  Wilkens sustained minor injuries and was transported to a local hospital.  
The Lyons Fire Department responded to the crash scene and requested assistance from the Town of Burlington Fire Department and Paratech Ambulance.  The City of Burlington Police assisted the Sheriff’s Office with traffic control.
The Walworth County Sheriff’s Office, Crash Investigation Team was called to the scene.  The crash investigation is ongoing at this time.   State Hwy 36 was closed to all traffic until 5:24pm.
