This event will be taking place at the Walworth County Fairgrounds with busing available from communities throughout Walworth County to and from this event.

National Project Coordinator Matt Peskin said, “This is a night for America to stand together to promote awareness, safety and neighborhood unity.  National Night Out showcases the vital importance of police-community partnerships and citizen involvement in our fight to build a safer nation.  On National Night Out, we invite neighborhoods nationwide to join us in “Giving Crime and Drugs a Going Away Party.”

Walworth County’s National Night Out will be unique from other events as this is a combined effort with all seventeen law enforcement agencies in Walworth County, including the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources.  Each department has an officer assigned to serve on the planning committee which has been meeting monthly since last November.  

Some of the planned events are a mock crash, K9 demonstration, distracted driving simulator and much more along with exhibits from businesses and local organizations.
